To be a leader is to be free, to welcome recurring waves of change 
with the awe and wonder of a child; 
To be a leader is to be empowering, to share the exhilarating power 
of information in the establishment of inter-connectedness; 
To be a leader is to be humble, to give the inestimable gift of flexibil-
ity with the grace and forgiveness of God; 
To be a leader is to be whole, to know the startling reality that I am 
central, yet peripheral, in God's plan for the world; 
To be a leader is to be weak, to understand that I can rest in the hol-
low of God's hand only in the total yielding and complete trusting of 
a childlike heart. 
 
It seems clear to me that church leadership has less to do with business 
models, flow charts, and time management, than with being God‘s person 
at God‘s disposal in God‘s time.

might nor by power, but by my Spirit,‘ says the Lord Almighty  
 
A leader may invest hours seemingly doing nothing to give an opportunity 
for God to speak by his Spirit, or make a decision which on the surface 
seems mad, just because the Lord constrained him/her. 
The prayer life of the leaders is of more importance than anything else that 
could take up his/her time, because it is the means by which the Lord can 
speak and disclose His will.

Miracles, and Why They’re So Rare 

 
Hands up if you‘ve ever shared macaroni and cheese in a motorway café in Cumbria 
with a guy recounting how God healed him of full-blown AIDS?  No? OK, forget about 
the macaroni and the service station, and Cumbria‘s not essential either. Still never 
met someone healed of AIDS?  Aren‘t you supposed to be Christians? 
Hands up if you‘ve ever met someone raised from the dead? What about a blind man 
who regained his sight?  Or a woman whose breast cancer vanished instantly? No? Oh 
dear. 
 
Of course, not all miracles are in the blockbuster category. Last month, I had a trip 
planned to Switzerland. The only problem was I couldn‘t find my passport. I was sure it 
was in a box somewhere in the attic with the birth certificates and the emergency 
plumbers number. I prayed the Holy Spirit would direct me to said passport. I felt him 
tell me to unpack one single plastic bag in the back of a cupboard. Inside was my 
passport. 
 
At my church last Sunday, the mother of a 10yr old girl told how her child had been 
allergic to chocolate since she was two. Doctors tried everything without success, then 
the elders prayed over the girl and the next day she enjoyed her first Curly-Wurly in 
8yrs. 
 
I‘m 49 (I Know, I could pass for 50). For 40yrs I attended churches where no one was 
healed. Of anything. Forget raising the dead, I‘m talking basic flu and finger warts. The 
pastor in that church promoted a huge theology on suffering, but not healing. Like 
many Christians he had had a bad experience. A much-loved parishioner became ill 
and, despite round-the-clock-prayer chains, the person died. Naturally, this was upset-
ting. Healing was then discouraged in case more failure destroyed people‘s faith. 
 
Now, when Christians who attend doctors die, pastors don‘t suggest boycotting doc-
tors. The nurse in the congregation is not banished to the back pew for fear she dis-
courages the weakened faith of the flock. I‘ve never heard a pastor declare ―Too many 
people who go to hospital die, so we no longer get involved with the medical world. It 
can shake your faith.‖ 
 
If we are to take Christianity seriously, we need to take John 14:12 seriously. Other-
wise the church becomes just another club like the tennis club, although the members 
aren‘t as friendly. We need to start living in the supernatural. When people ask ―Why 
don‘t we see more miracles today?‖ the answer is simple. The reason we don‘t see 
more miracles is that fewer Christians believe in them. 
 
I suspect that‘s one reason to explain the phenomenal growth in church organisations 
involved in social action projects. I‘m not arguing against working with the world‘s poor, 
drug addicts or inner city deprivation. However, we have our priorities wrong when 
every church has it‘s own Fair Trade group, but has to clump together with others to 
open healing rooms. 



 

 

As church attendance declines, many Christians are desperate to show the world 
that Christianity is still relevant, so they put all their efforts into running environ-
mental groups or world poverty campaigns. I repeat, I am not speaking out against 
any of these. But ask those Christians about miracles and healing and, at best, you 
receive an indulgent smile or are quickly hushed up. After all, local authorities don‘t 
hand out grants to Christians who still believe in all that mumbo-jumbo. 
 
Incidentally, the guy in the motorway café in Cumbria was called David Harp, a full 
time evangelist. He‘s also Australian, so that really shows God is no respecter  of 
persons. David carries his medical records with him, showing how AIDS almost 
killed him until his miraculous healing. And you thought that the real miracle was that 
he survived the macaroni and cheese.

Walk Thru the Bible 
 

A Wedding Song of Love 
Song of Solomon 1-8 

 
Overview: Of the more than 1,000 songs that King Solomon wrote (1 Kings 

4:32), the Song of Solomon is, by his own admission, the ―song of 
songs‖ (1:1) Set in a rustic pastoral setting, it depicts the romance and mar-
riage of Solomon to a Shulamite shepherdess, and the happiness and 
heartaches of their wedded life together. At least three interpretations have 
been suggested for the book; 1/ It is an allegory of God‘s love for His nation 
Israel,  2/ It is a picture of Christ‘s love for His bride, the church,  3/ It is a 
functional drama depicting Solomon‘s many marriages (1 Kings 11:3) 

 
Your Walk: Few institutions have been criticised more than the institution 
of marriage. Yet, for all it‘s detractors, marriage continues to enjoy amazing 
popularity. Each year, more than 2 million American couples go to the altar 
to say ―I do‖ . 
 
 It should not surprise you to learn that the Bible has much to say about 
marriage. After all, it was God‘s idea in the first place! He performed the 
first wedding (Genesis 2); His Son performed His first public miracle at a 
wedding (John 2); and the book of Revelation concludes with a wedding 
(Revelation 19) In fact, marriage is one of the chief ways God uses to ex-
plain Himself. Ephesians 5:22-23 is a sobering reminder to Christian cou-
ples that their marriage is to be the picture to the world of Christ‘s love for 
His bride, the church. 
 
Song of Solomon has been described as God‘s marriage manual for those 
whose marriages are sending out an SOS. Whether your marriage is on 
smooth seas or in stormy waters, take time this evening to read at least 
part of the book together with your spouse. Then tell your mate, ―I love 
you!‖. It might just be the start of renewed romance in your marriage.
